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Several neighborhood projects are underway…. 
 

 

 Maintenance Along Willow Bend Drive — Many sprinkler heads were identified along the east 

and west side of Willow Bend Drive that were never tied into homeowner irrigation systems.  

We have taken on this monumental task of ―fixing‖ this area and working with the homeowners 

to tie in the lines.  This should not only reduce costs of watering, mowing and maintaining the 

area, it will make the dividing lines between HOA and homeowner property more clear.   After 

this correction, the HOA will water the Parkways along Willow Bend (area between the sidewalk 

and street) and the median.   We will also maintain the landscaping inside the 5 monuments. 
 

 

 Grass  - Tons of new sod was installed along Willow Bend to patch bare areas.   It should look 

much greener!   We will wait on patching the median until after the new lights are installed. 

 

 Monuments—The HOA is in the process of working w/ a design company to come up with up-

dated Monuments / Entryways.  There are very strict code requirements by The City.  For exam-

ple, new monuments will have to comply with a maximum monument height of 2 ft 6 inches 

high and max 30 sq ft. (which isn‘t very big). There are also visibility easements and lighting 

requirements.   We are hoping the design company can come up w/ some creative solutions for 

us that will improve the look and feel of where we live. 
 

 

 Logo and Signage:  On and off over the years, there have been questions about the name of the 

neighborhood.  For the record, our subdivision is Castlemere (Sections 1-4) and the HOA is 

called Foxwood Glen.  In order to clear up the confusion, the new signage will keep the same 

HOA name but will add our subdivision name below it as a reference point. 
 

 

 Street Signs / Stop Signs / Lights—Research  has been done on the types of street lights available 

and costs of the lights.  Each one is VERY expensive.   We have also looked into upgrading the 

bases on stop/street signs which are a fraction of the cost of new lights.   We will be reviewing 

the budgeted reserves once costs are gathered for all the upgrades to determine what can be done.     
 

 

 Median Lights on Willow Bend  - The latest information on the installation of lights in the me-

dian of Willow Bend indicates that The City will install street light foundation and electrical 

conduit in November and then Oncor will install the lights in the 1st Quarter of 2009. 

 

Note:  To ease your mind, your neighborhood updates will be made with the reserve funds and there 

is NO plan for any special assessments. 

 

Property Review 

The Property Standards Committee 

will perform its Fall Property Re-

view during the late October / early 

November timeframe.  As part of 

this review, properties that are Ex-

ceptional (yard, fence and house 

exceptionally maintained) will be 

recognized and listed in the news-

letter.   

Courtesy Notices are sent out to 

homeowners who may  have 

item(s) that need special attention. 

The Property Stan-

dards Committee  

performs 2 formal 

reviews per year.   

 

Entryways 

 

Normally, the flowers in front of 

the monuments are changed out for 

the winter.  However, this year we 

are going to hold off on winter 

plantings due to the fact that up-

dates may be ready to be installed 

for the monuments. 

This means that the existing plant-

ings will remain until they start to 

die off and then they will be pulled 

out.  No replacement plantings are 

planned at this time.  The $2500  

normally spent to change out the 

flowers for 5 monuments will be 

applied to the upgrades.
