Then the 

account is then turned over to a collection agency and it 

incurs attorney fees.   If dues are still unpaid, they may 

place a lien on the property.  As a last resort, the property 

may be foreclosed on.   
 

Most of this process happens automatically so if you 

have a special circumstance to where you cannot pay 

your HOA dues, please let one of your Board Members 

know so we can step in work out a plan with you.
