Your block captain will be contacting you to obtain a signed 

proxy if we do not receive one from you.  This proxy will be 

used in the event you are sick at the last minute or not available 

to vote in person.  If we have a proxy on file for you and you 

end up being available for the meeting, your proxy will just be 

pulled out at that time.   They are good for 1 year. 
 

To insure the integrity of the proxy and the process, please 

place your proxy in an envelope, seal it, and sign your name 

across the back of the seal to show that it has not been opened.
